In the VE reference pane it renders as:

"History of the Vardo (Gypsy Caravan)", ValleyStream Media, 2009

and is not editable as individual parameters in VE.
The VE user guide offers this helpful advice for this situation:

“Clicking on the References icon opens a dialog that includes a mini-editor, where you can edit the reference's text. 

You can format it as you would in the rest of the page, for example to add italics or links.”

This is of absolutely no use for such tasks as adding a parameter.

Further explanation

Now that another editor has changed the above reference, violating [[WP:CITEVAR]] in the process, I will provide further explanation (with screen shots) using another reference from the same article – [[Recreational vehicle]].

The process I wish to follow to add a new reference:

1. Open the article in VE.

2. Select an existing reference and open it in the ref editor
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“Inside a pioneer covered wagon”, Robin Fiinchum, PageWise, Inc, 2002
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3. Click on the ref to determine whether it uses template parameters or not.
4. As it does not, I need to make a new ref in the same style to comply with [[WP:CITEVAR]]. To do this I copy the text of the ref, close the ref editor, select the insertion point for the new ref, and open the ref editor. I then past the text of the existing ref into the edit field and make some changes.
